Confidentiality Agreement - Exchanging Information 
The 59club, (hereinafter "59c”) wishes to disclose to you the tester (hereinafter TT) certain information, documents or data, whether written, oral, visual or on electronic media, relating to the subject matter referred to in the Schedule (hereinafter "the Information"), for the purpose of evaluating the service levels in commercial golf, leisure or other establishments. 59c considers the information to be its confidential and proprietary property and is only willing to disclose the information to 59c and itself subject to and in consideration of the following terms and conditions:

1.
TT shall hold the Information disclosed to it (and any summaries, results, reports and analyses made by it reflecting or containing the Information) in strict confidence and shall use the same level of care to prevent any unauthorised use or disclosure of such Information as it exercises in protecting its own information of a similar nature.

2.
TT shall not, without the prior written consent of the 59c, make any use of the Information other than for the above-stated purpose of this letter, nor make any presentation of the information nor publish, disclose or transfer the Information to any third party.
3.
Nothing contained in this letter shall be construed, by implication or otherwise, as an obligation on either party to enter into any further agreement relating to any of the Information or as the grant of a licence to the Receiving Party to use the Information other than for the purpose of this letter.              

4.
Upon completion of the purpose of this Agreement (or, if earlier, within 5 days of receipt of a written notice from the Disclosing Party) and in the absence of any further agreement between the parties, the Receiving Party shall cease all use and make no further use of the Information disclosed to it and shall promptly return to the Disclosing Party all of the Information (and copies thereof) which is in tangible form and destroy or delete any copies of the Information made or held by the Receiving Party by electronic means (except that the Receiving Party shall on request be permitted to retain one copy of the Information in a secure location so that any continuing obligations may be determined).

The obligations contained in this letter shall not apply to Information which:-

(i)
At the time of disclosure by the Disclosing Party is in the public domain

or which, after its disclosure by the Disclosing Party, becomes part of the public domain (by publication or otherwise) except in breach of this Agreement; 

(ii)
The Receiving Party can establish by reasonable and competent proof was in its possession at the time of such disclosure or was subsequently and independently developed by or on behalf of the Receiving Party who had no knowledge of the Information; or

(iii)
The Receiving Party may receive from a third party, other than under conditions of confidentiality; or

(iv) The Receiving Party is required to disclose by law, competent regulatory authorities, stock exchanges or court order and provided that the Receiving Party uses all reasonable efforts to give the Disclosing Party sufficient advance notice to permit the Disclosing Party to seek a protective or similar order with respect to the Information and the Receiving Party shall in any event disclose only the minimum Information required to be disclosed in order to comply.

Each party represents that it has no obligations or commitments inconsistent with this Agreement nor will it assume during the term of this Agreement any future obligations or commitments inconsistent with the terms and conditions hereof.

7.
This Agreement shall be governed in all respects by the laws of England and the parties hereby submit to the non-exclusive jurisdiction of the English courts. This Agreement may only be varied by written agreement between the parties.
